HOW TO PREVENT HEAD INJURY 

Always wear a seat belt in a car, use a car safety seats, 

never drink and  drive, wear a helmet in s bicycle or  mo-

torbike, use hand rails on stairs, adequate lighting on 

stairs, check for obstacles in pathway and correct safety 

equipment for workers.
