Should a price other than an all-inclusive delivered price be required, this shall be specified in the SCC.

Incidental services

The supplier shall not assign, in whole or in part, its obligations to perform under the contract, except with the purchaser's prior written consent.

Subcontracts
The supplier shall notify the purchaser in writing of all subcontracts awarded under this contracts if not already specified in the bid. Such notification, in
the original bid or later, shall not relieve the supplier from any liability or obligation under the contract.

Delays in the supplier’s performance

Delivery of the goods and performance of services shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the time schedule prescribed by the purchaser in the
contract.

If at any time during performance of the contract, the supplier or its subcontractor(s) should encounter conditions impeding timely delivery of the goods
and performance of services, the supplier shall promptly notify the purchaser in writing of the fact of the delay, its likely duration and its cause(s). As soon
as practicable after receipt of the supplier’s notice, the purchaser shall evaluate the situation and may at his discretion extend the supplier's time for
performance, with or without the imposition of penalties, in which case the extension shall be ratified by the parties by amendment of contract.

If a restriction is imposed, the purchaser must, within five (5) working days of such imposition, furish the National Treasury, with the following

information:

(i) the name and address of the supplier and / or person restricted by the purchaser;

(ii) the date of commencement of the restriction

(iii) the period of restriction; and

(iv) the reasons for the restriction.

These details will be loaded in the Nalional Treasury's central database of suppliers or persons prohibited from doing business with the public sector.

If a court of law convicts a person of an offence as contemplated in sections 12 or 13 of the Prevention and Combating of Corrupt Activities Act, No. 12 of
2004, the court may also rule that such person’s name be endorsed on the Register for Tender Defauiters. When a person's name has been endorsed
on the Register, the person will be prohibited from doing business with the public sector for a period not less than five years and not more than 10 years.
