In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems

appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liabte to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar

goods, works or services. However, lhe supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole orin part, the purchaser may decide to impose a restriction penaity on the supplier by prohibiting

such supplier from doing business with the public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.
