The right is Teserved to procure outside of the contract small quantities or to have minor sssential services exscuted if an emergency arises, the
supplier's point of supply is not situated at or near the place where the supplies are required, or the supplier's services are not readily available.
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Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a defay by the supplier in the perfermance of its delivery cbligations shall render the supplier liable to the
imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursvant to GCC Clause 21.2 without the application of
penalties.
