215.  Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier liable o the
imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an extension of time is agreed upon pursuant o GCC Clause 21.2 without the application of
