Standards

The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing,
pattern, sample, or information fumished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the
supplier in the performance of the contract.

If the inspections, tests and analyses referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 show the supplies to be in accordance with the contract requirements, the cost of
the inspections, lests and analyses shall be defrayed by the purchaser.

Where the supplies or services referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 do not comply with the contract requirements, imespective of whether such supplies or
services are accepted or not, the cost in connection with these inspections, tests or analyses shall be defrayed by the supplier.

Packing

The supplier shall provide such packing of the goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during transit to their final destination, as
indicated in the contract. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme
temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit, and open storage. Packing, case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the
remoteness of the goods’ final destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.

The packing, marking, and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply strictly with such special requirements as shall be expressly
provided for in the contract, including additional requirements, if any, specified in SCC, and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the purchaser.

Delivery and documents

Delivery of the goods shall be made by the supplier in accordance with the terms specified in the contract. The details of shipping and/or other
documents to be fumished by the supplier are specified in SCC.

Documents to be submitted by the supplier are specified in SCC.

Insurance

The goods supplied under the contract shall be fully insured in a freely convertible currency against loss or damage incidental to manufacture or
acquisition, fransportation, storage and defivery in the manner specified in the SCC.
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Except as provided under GCC Clause 25, a delay by the supplier in the performance of its delivery obligations shall render the supplier liable to the
imposition of penalties, pursuant to GCC Clause 22, unless an exiension of time is agreed upon pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2 without the application of
penalties.

(c) if the supplier, in the judgment of the purchaser, has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for or in executing the contract.

In the event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems

appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar

goods, warks or services. However, the supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may decide to impose a restriction penalty on the supplier by prohibiting

such supplier from doing business with the public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.
