TERMINATION FOR DEFAULT

The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, may terminate this confract
in whole or in part;

(i) if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the period(s) specified in the contract,
