4 Standards
4.1. The goods supplied shall conform to the standards mentioned in the bidding documents and specifications.
5 Use of contract documents and information; inspection.
5.1. The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, disclose the contract, or any provision thereof, or any specification, plan, drawing,

pattern, sample, or information furnished by or on behalf of the purchaser in connection therewith, to any person other than a person employed by the
supplier in the performance of the contract. Disclosure to any such employed person shall be made in confidence and shall extend only so far as may be
necessary for purposes of such performance.

5.2. The supplier shall not, without the purchaser’s prior written consent, make use of any document or information mentioned in GCC clause 5.1 except for
purposes of performing the contract.

5.3. Any document, other than the contract itself mentioned in GCC clause 5.1 shall remain the property of the purchaser and shall be returned (all copies) to
the purchaser on completion of the supplier's performance under the contract if so required by the purchaser.

6 Patent rights

7 Performance security

8 Inspections, tests and analyses
8.1. All pre-bidding testing will be for the account of the bidder.
8.2. If it is a bid condition that supplies to be produced or services to be rendered should at any stage during production or execution or on completion be

subject to inspection, the premises of the bidder or contractor shall be open, at all reasonable hours, for inspection by a representative of the Department
or an organization acting on behalf of the Department.

8.3. If there are no inspection requirements indicated in the bidding documents and no mention is made in the contract, but during the contract period it is
decided that inspections shall be carried out, the purchaser shall itself make the necessary arrangements, including payment arrangements with the
testing authority concerned.

8.4. If the inspections, tests and analyses referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 show the supplies to be in accordance with the contract requirements, the cost of
the inspections, tests and analyses shall be defrayed by the purchaser.

8.5. Where the supplies or services referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 do not comply with the contract requirements, irrespective of whether such supplies or
services are accepted or not, the cost in connection with these inspections, tests or analyses shall be defrayed by the supplier.

8.6. Supplies and services which are referred to in clauses 8.2 and 8.3 and which do not comply with the contract requirements may be rejected.

8.7. Any contract supplies may on or after delivery be inspected, tested or analyzed and may be rejected if found not to comply with the requirements of the

contract. Such rejected supplies shall be held at the cost and risk of the supplier who shall, when called upon, remove them immediately at his own cost
and forthwith substitute them with supplies which do comply with the requirements of the contract. Failing such removal the rejected supplies shall be
returned at the suppliers cost and risk. Should the supplier fail to provide the substitute supplies forthwith, the purchaser may, without giving the supplier
further opportunity to substitute the rejected supplies, purchase such supplies as may be necessary at the expense of the supplier.

8.8. The provisions of clauses 8.4 to 8.7 shall not prejudice the right of the purchaser to cancel the contract on account of a breach of the conditions thereof,
or to act in terms of Clause 23 of GCC.

9 Packing

9.1. The supplier shall provide such packing of the goods as is required to prevent their damage or deterioration during transit to their final destination, as
indicated in the contract. The packing shall be sufficient to withstand, without limitation, rough handling during transit and exposure to extreme
temperatures, salt and precipitation during transit, and open storage. Packing, case size and weights shall take into consideration, where appropriate, the
remoteness of the goods' final destination and the absence of heavy handling facilities at all points in transit.

9.2. The packing, marking, and documentation within and outside the packages shall comply strictly with such special requirements as shall be expressly
provided for in the contract, including additional requirements, if any, specified in SCC, and in any subsequent instructions ordered by the purchaser.

10 Delivery and documents

23 Termination for default

23.1.  The purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the supplier, may terminate this contract
in whole or in part:

(a) if the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods within the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the
purchaser pursuant to GCC Clause 21.2;

(b) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the contract; or

(¢) if the supplier, in the judgment of the purchaser, has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for or in executing the contract.

232 Inthe event the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems
appropriate, goods, works or services similar to those undelivered, and the supplier shall be liable to the purchaser for any excess costs for such similar
goods, works or services. However, the supplier shall continue performance of the contract to the extent not terminated.

23.3.  Where the purchaser terminates the contract in whole or in part, the purchaser may decide to impose a restriction penalty on the supplier by prohibiting
such supplier from doing business with the public sector for a period not exceeding 10 years.

23.4. I a purchaser intends imposing a restriction on a supplier or any person associated with the supplier, the supplier will be allowed a time period of not
more than fourteen (14) days to provide reasons why the envisaged restriction should not be imposed. Should the supplier fail to respond within the
stipulated fourteen (14) days the purchaser may regard the intended penalty as not objected against and may impose it on the supplier.

23.5.  Any restriction imposed on any person by the Accounting Officer / Authority will, at the discretion of the Accounting Officer / Authority, also be applicable
to any other enterprise or any partner, manager, director or other person who wholly or partly exercises or exercised or may exercise control over the

on the Register, the person will be prohibited from doing business with the public sector for a period not less than five years and not more than 10 years.

The National Treasury is empowered to determine the period of restriction and each case will be dealt with on its own merits. According to section 32 of

the Act the Register must be open to the public. The Register can be perused on the National Treasury website.

24 Anti-dumping and countervailing duties and rights

24.1.  When, after the date of bid, provisional payments are required, or antidumping or countervailing duties are imposed, or the amount of a provisional
payment or anti-dumping or countervailing right is increased in respect of any dumped or subsidized import, the State is not liable for any amount so
required or imposed, or for the amount of any such increase. When, after the said date, such a provisional payment is no longer required or any such anti-
dumping or countervailing right is abolished, or where the amount of such provisional payment or any such right is reduced, any such favourable
difference shall on demand be paid forthwith by the contractor to the State or the State may deduct such amounts from moneys (if any) which may
otherwise be due to the contractor in regard to supplies or services which he delivered or rendered, or is to deliver or render in terms of the contract or
any other contract or any other amount whichmay be due to him.

25 Force Majeure

termination for default if and to the extent that his delay in performance or other failure to perform his obligations under the contract is the result of an
event of force majeure.

In
this event, termination will be without compensation to the supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or
remedy which has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the purchaser.
