Lenacapavir injection

In an effort to close the gap in HIV
prevention, the Department of Health has
introduced the Lenacapavir injection. This
long-acting injection is administered only
twice a year and is expected to
significantly reduce missed PrEP doses,
enabling more people to effectively
protect themselves against HIV. The
introduction of Lenacapavir does not
replace existing HIV prevention methods
such as daily oral PrEP, condom use, and
behavioural interventions; rather, it
complements these strategies by
expanding prevention options and
