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e All new admissions (blue flag) should be identified by the nurse and unstable or critically ill babies (red flag) by the ward doctor. The nurse can remove the (blue flag) once the
child has been reviewed by the doctor. Only a doctor can remove the “red flag” once the baby is stable and no longer critical
e A “red or blue flag” indicates to the doctors covering the hospital after hours that the baby needs to be reviewed at least twice a day: during the day and again in the evening
e “Blue flag” — Follow up on investigations done on admission; confirm that management remains valid and appropriate; ensure that management is being implemented.
e “Red flag” — Ward doctor must indicate in the patient’s clinical record what is required from the afterhours doctor eg check results, review clinical conditions, repeat
investigations......
Red and blue flags should be visible at the bedside and indicated in this register or equivalent system
