	1. IMPLEMENT PALLIATIVE CARE PLAN

Use Neonatal  form 4
	· Following consultation with parents and care team implement appropriate careplan as ordered

· Ensure all team members are informed and aware of careplan

· Ensure careplan is reviewed following any change in condition
· Support health team in transitioning from active to palliative care

· Provide a dignified, pain free and peaceful death

	2. PREVENT PAIN

See Clinical Guideline 10- Management of Pain
	· Assess pain using N-PASS pain assessment tool

· Swaddle and hold baby

· Administer morphine infusion as ordered

	3. SUPPORT PARENTS
	· Provide privacy

· Offer support from Social worker/ bereavement counselor
· Offer spiritual support by contacting appropriate cultural or religious leader. Parents may want baby baptized. Be sensitive of and facilitate cultural or religious practices around death.

· Allow parents to grieve. Be empathetic, patient and supportive. Administer sedation if required
· Allow family support and visits for baby and parents

· Provide privacy by screening bed or providing private room

· Encourage parents to hold and name the baby while alive.
·  Refer to Bereavement support group if available

	4. PROVIDE A POSITIVE MEMORY
	· Clean, dress and wrap baby and allow parents to hold body in privacy. Do not leave alone unless requested
· Take photograph of parents with baby-preferably while still alive

· Take hand and footprints and lock of hair to make “Angel card” if required

· Make “Name card” if required
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
